2 KO NGĀ WHĀINGA ME NGĀ HUA 

Ko ngā mahi o Tiri Te Wana Wana he titiro, he tātari i te whakamahinga o te 
reo. Ahakoa he wā ōna ka whakamahia te reo Pākehā ki roto i te akomanga, 
ko te reo Māori ia te reo matua o Tiri Te Wana Wana. Ka arotahi atu ki te 
hōhonutanga o te whakatakoto i te kupu, i te kōrero e kitea ai tō matatau i te 
reo rangatira. Ka whai wāhi anō koutou ki te whakapuaki whakaaro, 
whakawhitiwhiti kōrero mō ngā tūāhuatanga o ngā kōrero ka pānuihia.

5 tētahi tuhinga auaha te whakamāori, te whakapākehā rānei e mau tonu ai 
te taumata o te reo, me ngā āhuatanga ōkawa/ ōpaki o te tuhinga tūturu 

6 te kimi me te whakatika ngā momo hē o te reo e whakaakona ana i te 
karaihe. Ka kore hoki ēnei tū hē e kitea i āu tuhinga/kōrero ake.  
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3 KO NGĀ PUKAPUKA 

3.1 Pukapuka Matua

5.1 Pouaka Tuhituhi

5.2 Tūmahi Whakaniko 15% 

He whakaniko kōrero tāu mahi i tēnei aromatawai. Hei te wiki tuatahi ka tukuna 
ki a koe tētahi kaupapa/horopaki, māu hei tito kōrero whakaniko mō taua 
horopaki rā. Heoi anō rā, he kōrero ā waha te hanga o te aromatawai nei. Hei 
te 21 o Poutū te rangi, ka rima meneti i a koe hei pānui-ā-waha i tō kōrero ka 
tahi, ka rua hei āta whakamārama mai i ngā kupu i kōwhiria e koe. Heoi anō, 
ka āta whakamāramahia ngā taipitopito o te aromatawai nei i te akoranga nui 
hei te wiki tuatahi. 

5.3 Tūmahi Whakamāori 25% 

He whakamāori te mahi i tēnei aromatawai - hei te wiki tuatoru ka tukuna ki a 
koe tētahi tuhinga, māu hei āta whakamāori, e mau tonu ai te ia me te wairua o 
taua tuhinga tūturu rā. 

5.4 Tuhingaroa 30% 

Kia 2000 noa iho ngā kupu o tēnei tuhingaroa, nō reira me āta tuitui e koe tō 
tuhinga - ko te tika me te kounga o te reo, ko te hōhonu me te mārama o te 
whakaaro anō hoki tāku e aromātai nei. Hei te wiki tuarima ka tukuna ki a 
koutou ētahi kaupapa tautohetohe, māu e whiriwhiri tētahi hei kaupapa mō tō 
tuhingaroa. 

5.5 Tuari Rangahau 30% 

Ko ngā āhuatanga o tō mita, o te reo o tō rohe, koia hei tūāpapa mō tō tuari 
rangahau. Kia 10-15 meneti te roa o tō kōrero. Hei te wiki 12 koe tū mai ai ki te 
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whakaraupapa i ngā hua o tō rangahau, ki te akoranga. Ka āta 
whakamāramahia ngā taipitopito o te aromatawai nei i ngā akoranga o te wiki 
tuaono. 

6 KO NGĀ WHIU 

Me ū mai te katoa o ngā mahi i te rā kua whakaritea. Ka tangohia 5% mō ia rā 
ki te tōmuri. Inā pāngia koe e tētahi take, me whakapā mai, tērā pea mā tāua e 
whakarite he ara e taea ai te whakaoti tika i ō mahi.
